The ACLCP is pleased to offer the health care provider community an opportunity to contribute to its certifi-
cation agency in Life Care Planning and Medicare Set -aside Allocation service delivery systems.  But more im-
portantly, the ACLCP is pleased to have for the first time since life care planning evolved as a health care ser-
vice delivery system the joint training participation of the Division of Continuing Education at the University
of Florida and the Capital University Law School.  We anticipate that this Spring Conclave will be an annual
event, with perhaps additional training entities joining the curriculum.

The joint effort of the involved Universities provides the health care provider an opportunity to receive spe-
cialty training experiences designed to enhance one�s business practice and clinical skills, enabling the practi-
tioner to return to their practice with usable strategies in building upon one�s bottom line and market share.
Additionally, the Congress will enable participants to contribute to the ICHCC certification agency�s effort to
update its ethics, practice standards and guidelines.  Only through field participation can the certification
regulatory agency achieve valid ethical standards and practice guidelines.

The ALCP offers the health care provider community an opportunity to validate the practice and
ethical standards and guidelines for life care planning  established in the 1st Congress of 2007.
Research data have been collected and analyzed from the 1st Congress and will be presented in
this session.  Our goal is to maintain a valid set of standards and guidelines in life care planning
through periodic peer review.  The objectives of this Congress focus on each attendee participat-
ing in the following:

1. A review of the research conducted from the 1st Congress to understand the placement and
categorization process of each derived principle and standard

2. Modification, rewriting, deletion or acceptance of current certification principles and ethical
standards

3. Sorting of accepted standards and guidelines within the principle categories
4. Post-Congress survey of CLCP population for final acceptance of Principles and Standards
